Volunteers are needed in three different areas. Donations Team Volunteers sort, organize and stock donated items that come in to the center.  Volunteer with Youth are those who work directly with and assist youth in getting basic needs met, build interpersonal relationships, and support and encourage youth to reach personal goals.  People seeking to volunteer in this role must be at least 24 years old, however, that age requirement may drop to 21 in the future.  Starting in 2020, Pathways 4 Youth will be seeking to fill a volunteer receptionist position.  They currently have about 30 active volunteers with about half of those who come in weekly to provide volunteer service.  Maddy shared that Pathways 4 Youth has served about 250 youth so far.
